EXAM QUESTIONS
1. How do the mitochondria help the sperm to carry out its function? 
2. Explain how this plant root is adapted for absorbing water.
3. How are muscle cells adapted to release lots of energy?
4. How are palisade cells well adapted to their function? 


ANSWERS
1. Respire to release energy so the sperm can swim. 
2. The root has many hairs that are one cell thick, to provide a large surface area, so that more osmosis can happen. 
3. Contain many mitochondria for respiration.
4. Contain lots of chloroplasts for photosynthesis.

	Swims to the Egg  

	Root Hair Cell
	Absorbs water and minerals from the soil.  

	Red Blood Cell
	Contains haemoglobin to carry oxygen around the body, to the cells for respiration.  

	Ciliated Cell
	Found in the trachea to waft mucus out of the body.   

	Neurone (Nerve Cell)
	Transports electrical impulses around the body for movement.
